

This assignment is worth up to 10 points on your Energy TEST.

Most toys and amusement park rides are energy transforming devices.  They take one kind of energy and change it into any number of other forms of energy.  For example, a yo-yo can transform gravitational potential energy (due to position) into kinetic and thermal energy.  Refer to the different forms (mechanical, etc.) and types (kinetic, potential) of energy in your notes.

1. Choose your favorite action toy (e.g. yo-yo, wind up car) or amusement park ride (e.g. roller coaster, swinging ship).

2. Explain the energy transformations that are involved in the functioning of your toy or ride.  Keep in mind conversions between potential and kinetic energy as well as transformation between different forms of energy.

3. Draw a diagram to better illustrate your explanation.

4. Submit one sheet of loose-leaf paper that includes both your diagram and explanation.  Be neat!
